2. Unscrew body and fit the Hot (Red) and Cold (Blue) flexible pipe into the main body.

3. Re-build the body and connect the flexible pipes into the Hot and Cold feeds. Check
for any leakage then screw down and secure.

4. Connect the hand shower to the main body of the freestanding tap.
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
